Installation Instructions

Cautions & Suggestions

1) A number of OEM and aftermarket seats have the covers both riveted to the pan and glued to the foam. It is recommended that if your seat falls into this category, you either have us do the installation for you or you take the seat to an upholstery shop experienced with motorcycle seats. 

2) Some metric bikes with the covers stapled to the pan are also glued to the foam. Working from either the front or back, the covers can usually be removed without any damage to the foam using a hair dryer to heat the cover, glue and foam which will release the glue. 

3) Damage to the foam can result in an uneven appearance when reapplying the cover. 

4) For glued covers, it is recommended that a spray adhesive be used and the cover be reapplied in at least two stages.

5) A pneumatic stapler or rivet gun will give you better results when reapplying the cover then either hand or electric tools.    

Heating Element Installation Instructions

1) Remove the seat

2) For “two up” seats, it is only necessary to remove the cover from the area the heating element will be installed. If both driver and passenger seats are having an element installed, if possible do each area separately rather then completely removing the cover. 

3) Position the heating element on the foam. It is suggested that the wire lead be on the left side. 

4) Using a heated Phillips screwdriver, punch a hole through the foam. 

5) Drill a hole through the pan.

6) Bring the wire lead through the foam and pan.

7) Using a spray adhesive, glue the heating element to the foam. 
8) While not mandatory, it is suggested that a thin layer of foam be placed over the heating element to eliminate the chance that the outline of the element will show through the cover. 

9) Reapply the cover. 

Electrical Hook-up

1) Tap into a 12V circuit. A switched circuit is recommended. The tail light circuit is normally easy to find and works well for this purpose. 

2) If using the optional heat troller, it is only necessary to tap into a 12V line and ground. It is recommended that the heat troller be positioned on the left side of the bike. . 
3) If using the three position switch, wire it as the following diagram placing the switch at an easily accessible location. 
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
